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1 Reason for Contribution

The Architecture WG is debating whether the OSE document is an Architecture Document (AD) or a Specification. This Input proposes the OSE document as currently written is significantly closer to an AD than a Specification and thus should be identified as such. 

2 Summary of Contribution

3 Detailed Proposal

The contents of the OSE document (as currently written) is significantly closer to an AD than it is to a Normative specification. As such, the OSE document should be identified as an AD. Such a decision does NOT preclude ARCH from creating a Specification in the future. On the contrary, as other relevant work in OMA (i.e. the Policy Execution, Evaluation and Management enabler [EPEM]) progresses, ARCH may indeed create an OSE Specification (as permitted by WID #089 – Architecture Specification Development).

If ARCH decides this document is a Specification then it will presumably result in the need for an OSE Enabler, Enabler Test Requirements, ERELD, etc. This additional overhead will simply delay the publication of this long overdue document.

The discussion about whether or not this document – if identified as an AD - may contain Normative statements is a non-issue because the AD template permits an AD to be either.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

The following recommendations is proposed:

1. The title of the document be changed to: OMA Service Environment Architecture

2. The scope section should state the document is an AD
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
