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1 Reason for Contribution

In Bangkok a first version of the OSE spec will probably be agreed.

This IC tries to add some content into that first release.

2 Summary of Contribution

Contribution tries to propose a mapping between the following:

· The I0, I1, I2 and I3 interfaces in the OSE pictures

· The interfaces derived from the architecture RD, present now in chapter 6.1

Document referred for chapter numbering is the OMA-Service-Environment-V1_0_0-20040526-D.doc.

3 Detailed Proposal

The mapping proposed for the interfaces described in chapter 6.1 at OMA-Service-Environment-V1_0_0-20040526-D.doc, and the four class of interfaces described in 6.2 of sama document, is the following:

1. Interface for operations and management (1) – I3
2. Interface for the discovery of service enablers (14) – I3
3. Interface for the registration of service enablers (19) – I3
4. Interface for the discovery of services (17) – I3
5. Interface for the registration of services (18) – I3
6. Interface for discovery of conditions for the use of service enablers (16) – I3

7. Interface towards a policy management mechanism (21) – I0+I1 (for “policy enabled” interfaces) and I3 (for policy management)

8. Interface to provision services, service enablers and user parameters (6) – I3 (to a common provisioning functions) and I0 (for “per enabler” provisioning interfaces) 
9. Interface for subscription management (17) – I3

10. Identity management mechanism associating device identification (13) with federated identity (14) – I3
11. Interface to network exposing network characteristics (9) – I2
12. Interface to charging (3) (to gather accounting and charging information (3)) – I0 (for online charging) and I3 (for accounting reporting functions)
13. Interface to authentication function (11) – I3
14. Interface to authorization function (10) -I3
15. Interface from authorization function to charging enabler (and the reverse)) (10) - I0
16. A method to connect between identity (12), authorization (12), and authentication (12) components, e.g. cookies or other session tokens -  I3
17. Policy (constraints) in all interfaces – I1
18. Access to “back-end systems” (charging (4), accounting (4), payment(4), provisioning (7), Operations & Management , etc.); this can be resolved by interfacing these through a component, and using the standard OMA between the enabler and the component. -  I3
