5.2.10 The terminal

As stated in several parts throughout the document, there are no assumptions about where applications, enablers, etc. reside. Some will reside on the Service Provider’s network, some other’s on the terminal, etc.

Thus, the terminal has the same Conceptual Model as the one explained in chapter 5.2.1, meaning that the terminal may have its own enablers, applications, policy enforcer, Execution Environment, etc.
