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1 Reason for Contribution

In the Hawaii meeting, the Architecture working group agreed to prepare a white paper document to progress the work of the OSE Implications to other OMA group and the address some key issues related to the OSE migration path. This contribution builds up on an earlier contribution, OMA-ARC-2004-0276-Defining Intrinsic Functions, and proposes guidelines for implementation of the OSE. This revised 0297R03 version contains revisions as marked incorporating comments from Contribution OMA-ARC-2004-0324 [IBM].

2 Summary of Contribution

The “Intrinsic/Non-intrinsic” functions were defined in the Hawaii meeting of the Architecture group. This contribution proposes guidelines for governing OSE’s implementation with respect to its implications to other OMA working groups’ requirements and specifications documents.
3 Detailed Proposal

As agreed in the Hawaii meeting, the concept of intrinsic (or non-intrinsic) function is relative to its development and usage. Furthermore, every group focuses on the provision of a service enabler (e.g., PoC) as its primary goal, collects requirements for the service and specifies capabilities (functions and interfaces) for the enabler in order to realize the service. In the process, a number of secondary but necessary functions (e.g., authentication, authorization & charging) are also identified. For example, while the "Charging" function is non-intrinsic to the PoC enabler, it's intrinsic to the Charging enabler. To the PoC enabler, the function of establishing the session itself is an intrinsic function and as such it is the “primary focus” of the PoC group.  Furthermore, while every such “primary focus” function is intrinsic to a given group, some of these intrinsic functions become non-intrinsic to other groups. 
As far as the use of these functions is concerned, for any requestor of an SP's resources, it is up to the service provider to decide on the use of non-intrinsic functions associated with any request.  The SP may choose to have a request go directly to the enabler, by-passing PEEM, using no non-intrinsic functions in association with the request. Or the SP may choose to have the request go indirectly through PEEM to the enabler and process the "p" parameters of the I0+p interface for using one or more non-intrinsic functions. The OSE implementation guidelines should, therefore, indicate the task for OMA groups in specify the I0+p interface so that it accommodates service providers for decisions on the use of specific non-functions either directly or indirectly.
The intrinsic/non-intrinsic functions used for providing a services are either new (already identified but not yet specified) or existing (already specified in or referenced by OMA.) Therefore, within the context of the OSE, the following guidelines are proposed to be observed by OMA working groups for the development and use of various functions:

· Each OMA group shall identify requirements for all functions required to be performed for implementing the service(s) that the group is tasked for. The functions include both “intrinsic” and “non-intrinsic.”
· Each OMA group shall focus on their “intrinsic” function(s) for specification, 
· For an application, it is up to the service provider to decide, either directly (by-passing PEEM) or indirectly through the use of PEEM and the “p” parameters of the I0+p interface, on the use of non-intrinsic. 

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

In conjunction with the agreed definition of the “Intrinsic/Non-intrinsic” functions, it is recommended that the Arch group discuss the following paragraph on the implementation of the OSE and agree to incorporate it in the OSE Implication white paper, OMA Service Environment Implications-V1_0-20040924-D, Section 5.

“To develop a service enabler (e.g., PoC), the primary focus of the group in charge should be to collect requirements for the service and to identify various intrinsic and non-intrinsic functions that are required by the enabler(s). These intrinsic/non-intrinsic functions are either new (yet to be specified) or existing (already specified in or referenced by OMA.) Depending on the development stage of these functions, the following guidelines must be observed by all groups for the development of various enablers and their new functions:

· Each OMA group shall identify requirements for all new functions required for implementing the service(s) that  the group is tasked for. The functions include both “intrinsic” and “non-intrinsic.”
· Each OMA group shall specify their “intrinsic” function(s) only, 
· In specifying the I0+p interface for their enabler, each group shall accommodate service providers for decisions on the use of specific non-intrinsic functions either directly(by-passing PEEM) or indirectly (through the use of PEEM and the “p” parameters,)”
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
