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1 Reason for Contribution

In the OMA Architecture WG meeting in Hawaii (August, 16-19, 2004), it was agreed that the way to finalize the IMSinOMA WI should be to prepare an Enabler Release Package. The way to do it is outlined in contribution “OMA-ARC-2004-0269-Completion of IMSinOMA WI”. This contribution aims to provide more details in what needs to be done, as well as open some points of discussion for some of these steps, as a starting point to progress the work.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution summarizes the steps necessary for preparing an IMSinOMA Enabler Release Package, the purpose of each step, and the first considerations on what is going to be special for the IMSinOMA case, for discussion. 

3 Detailed Proposal

As “OMA-ARC-2004-0269-Completion of IMSinOMA WI” outlines, the steps necessary to create an Enabler Release Package are:

1) Creation, review and approval of an RD.

2) Creation, review and approval of an AD.

3) Creation of a normative specification.

4) Creation of an ETR (Enabler Test Requirements).

5) Creation of an ERELD (Enabler Release Definition).

For the IMSinOMA case, step 1 has already be finalized and step 2 is ongoing. The rest of this section aims to detail steps 3, 4 and 5.

Step 3: normative specification

This normative specification intends to collect what is normative in this package. In the IMSinOMA case, this should include references to relevant 3GPP/2 specifications.

Point for discussion: why an independent specification? An AD may contain normative material. The process also allows the option that the specification contains the AD in an Enabler Release.

Step 4: ETR (Enabler Test Requirements)

The ETR aims to help guide the testing effort for the Enabler Release, documenting those areas where testing is most important to ensure interoperability of implementations. 

Proposal for discussion: the goal of the IMSinOMA Enabler Release package is to ensure that OMA enablers can use 3GPP/2 IMS in an interoperable way, so the interfaces identified in this activity are all 3GPP/2 IMS interfaces, to be used by OMA enablers. Therefore there is no “testing effort” specific to IMSinOMA. As a consequence, the ETR in the IMSinOMA case is very simple, and should only refer to the test specifications in the enablers and in 3GPP/2.

Step 5: ERELD (Enabler Release Definition)

The ERELD defines exactly what this package is: it outlines the Enabler Release Definition for the IMSinOMA and the respective conformance requirements for clients and servers implementations claiming compliance to it. 

it provides a description of the guaranteed features and functionality that will be enabled by implementing the minimum mandatory part of the Enabler Release. The ERELD contains the ERDEF (Enabler Requirement Definition) - a table that lists all the requirements, and defines whether it is mandatory or optional for compliance. 

Proposal for discussion: a first draft for the IMSinOMA ERELD is proposed in document OMA-ARC-2004-0308-FirstDraft-IMSinOMA-ERELD, also submitted to this meeting.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification. 5 Recommendation

The author of this contribution recommends to reach an agreement in each of the points of discussion above, in order to proceed with the preparation of the IMSinOMA Enabler Release package.
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
