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1 Reason for Contribution

The reasons for this contribution are comments 24, 36 and 38 of the IMSinOMA Consistency Review (see OMA CONRR IMSinOMA v1_0 20050120.doc). R01 is based on the discussions in the ARC meeting 31.1.2005 and contains the SCR notation details in Appendix B and two changes regarding the IMS interfaces used by OMA enablers in clauses 5.2 and 6.5. 
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution is proposing to modify normative text in the IMSinOMA AD and to add Appendix B containing tables with Static Conformance Requirements in accordance with comments 36 and 38 in the consistency review of the IMSinOMA enabler release package. There are also proposed corrections to resolve comment 24 and to correct some errors that were found in the process of writing this contribution. This contribution may unintentionally be related also to some other comments of the consistency review.

Summary of changes:

· The original text in the beginning of clause 4.3 about OMA/3GPP/3GPP2 co-operation is being discussed in another contribution and therefore R01 of this document keeps the original text in that part of clause 3.4 unchanged. The corresponding entry C-001 was deleted from the SCR table in Appendix B.

· The last sentence in clause 3.1 Conventions about the document being informative is wrong and out of place and therefore proposed to be deleted. 

· Chapter 4 is marked Informative, but clause 4.1.1 is Normative. This is illogical and misleading for the reader. A new header 4.1 General (informative) was added. Header 4.1.1 was changed to 4.3 because Split of work has nothing to do with Target Audience. All other subclauses were made informative except 4.3 (=old 4.1.1) and 4.6 (see below).

· Moved normative paragraph from Informative main chapter 4 to Normative clause 4.3 (=old 4.1.1) because the “Introduction – General” should not contain normative material. Deleted the references to 3GPP/3GPP2 specifications in the same paragraph because the referred specifications need not be mentioned in the text, the specifications are also missing from the reference list in clause 2 or might be misspelled in the text.

· Clause 4.6 (new numbering) “Planned phases” is proposed to be marked Normative and the second paragraph to be changed using the words SHALL be complient with Rel-5 OR Rel-6.

· Changed text in clauses 5.2 and 6.5 that “The OMA enablers using IMS SHALL use the following IMS interfaces” and added the corresponding entry in the SCR table. 

· Rephrased wording in clause 6.4. into “SIP connectivity layer functionality SHALL NOT be developed for the individual OMA enablers”, instead of “there is no need to develop…”

· Changed “can assume” [IMS capabilities] into “SHALL assume” in clause 5.4, two places.

· Replaced “may” with SHALL in clause 6.8.5: “OMA enablers SHALL rely on the security mechanisms provided by IMS…”

· Replaced “may” with SHALL in clause 6.9, to be in line with clauses 5.4 and 6.6. 

· Changed “is”, “are” and “has to” to SHALL in several clauses.

· Capitalized SHALL, SHALL NOT in several clauses and MAY, SHOULD in one clause each.

· Added SHALL in front of normative verb in several clauses.

· Added Appendix B with several tables of Static Conformance Requirements and the notation details explaining the headers of the table.

· Tried to reintroduce automatic sub-heading numbering in Clause 6 in order to maintain crossreferences in the SCR tables. This change takes care of the consistency review comments 24 and 37 and is in line with the input contribution for comment 37.

· The numbering of sub-headings for clause 6 in the Table of contents of the document is surprisingly still corrupt and no solution was found to this documentation problem.
