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1 Reason for Contribution

The reason for this contribution is to provide required revisions to Document OMA-AD_IMSinOMA-V1_084-20041117-D. This action follows the discussion of the REL Group’s conference call on 12 January 2005. It relates to Comments 031 & 032 of Document OMA CONRR IMSinOMA v1_0  20050120.doc.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes to modify the content of Sections 2.1 and 4.1.1 of Document OMA-AD-2004-IMSinOMA-V1_084-20041117-D. 

3 Detailed Proposal

Comments 031 & 032 of the IMSinOMA Consistency Review Document, OMA-CONRR-IMSinOMA_v1_0- 20050120, relate to the referencing issue of OMA Cooperation Agreement with 3GPP and 3GPP2. In the reference section of the “IMSinOMA” AD, the hyperlinks to the OMA’s Cooperation Framework agreements with 3GPP and 3GPP2 are needed, but they are missing due to the framework documents not being public. 
To resolve the issue, the IMSinOMA Consistency Review meeting considered the following options:

(i)
Either change the references in Section 2.1 to the 3GPP and 3GPP2 references, which are public, or

(ii)
Change the text of Section 4.1.1 to a sentence like “Cooperation agreements have been defined for this purpose” at the end, removing the first paragraph. 

Option (ii) seems to be more desirable for its self-contained solution without the need to study the public availability of the “Framework Agreement” from 3GPP/3GPP2 side. The text of modification for Section 4.1.1 requires the removal of two normative references from Section 2.1 as shown below.

4.1.1  Split of work on IMS between OMA and 3GPP/ 3GPP2 (Normative)

The split of work between 3GPP, 3GPP2 and OMA is governed by the "Co-operation Framework" between the OMA and these organizations. Inter-organizational cooperation agreements have also been defined for this purpose.

This AD defines the work split between OMA and 3GPP/3GPP2 in OSE terms by identifying IMS interfaces as OSE I2 interfaces. The detailed work split is enabler dependent, and it is not only an architectural but also an inter-organization cooperation issue, as the case of MMS has shown, and therefore out of the scope of this AD.
