· PE is logically always present.

· Interfaces I0 can have multiple bindings.

· PE applies policies to that I0 and for that binding resulting into an interface I0 + P. 

· That can be repeated for any binding  (*).

· When a requestor accesses an enabler, it goes through PE, never mind if it is an application, other enabler or any other resource and never the domain where it comes from.

So PE must always be there oin the figures (it's a functional statement; not a flow statement). 

However, ] it is true that PEEM should also have it's own I0 interface and binding illustrated to capture callable mode and possibly the I0 + P bindings in (*).
