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1 Reason for Contribution

Document OMA-ARC-2005-0073-ServiceProviderDomainLimits was submitted for upcoming discussion at ARCH. We request that the document be considered when OMA-ARC-2005-0073-ServiceProviderDomainLimits is disposed.
2 Summary of Contribution

We provide comments to OMA-ARC-2005-0073-ServiceProviderDomainLimits.
3 Detailed Proposal

With respect to document OMA-ARC-2005-0073-ServiceProviderDomainLimits, section 3 proposes 3 scenarios.
Scenarios 1 and 2 are not distinctive. We should just note that enabler implementations and applications can all reside in the same domain or in different domains. All these scenarios are the same that the applications be in another domain or that some enablers be in another domain.

On the other hand, I disagree with the statements made for scenario 3. In my view a terminal can be its own domain. It will have resources, enablers, policy enforcement and applications. Customized or not by the service provider, the terminal is still out of the control of the service provider and it better be treated as a separate domain… I do not agree, nor understand with the notion that a subset of the service provider would exist in the form of SIM card, USIM, RUIM, etc… These modules are to be seen as resources present on the terminal. When OMA defined enablers that deal with SIM cards, it defines interfaces and functions that can either be exposed in the terminal or in the network. These are the enabler implementations built via I2 interfaces on top of the terminal resources, SIM cards and network. No difference. It is possible that the SIM card be considered as a trusted domain by the service provider, but 1) it is out of scope of OSE (a resource) 2) it supported by the OSE that states that resources can be distributed across domains…
