3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Analysis
Contribution OMA-ARC-2005-0089-OSE-Domain-Communication rightfully identifies the need to discuss how elements in the OSE communicate among each others.

It proposes that the communication takes place through the underlying network and mentions that it can also be shown across the domain. It is not clear how these options resolve the ambiguity and confusions that may exist.

It recognizes network agnosticism but without really inferring it from the proposal.

3.2 The OSI Model
Network communication protocols have been built on layering of the protocols and virtual connections. The most famous, successful and appropriate model is the famous OSI Model with its seven layers (Open System Interconnection) developed by ISO (ISO/OSI).
Fundamentally network communications are implemented as follows:

· Communications virtually take place at a given layer 

· Communications are in reality delegated to the lower layer with the task to communicate the corresponding data.

3.3 Proposal

The same principles hold for the OSE: 
· Communications take place among enablers and between requestor using enablers and enablers through I0/I0+P interfaces. 

· The exchanges are delegated to underlying protocols. I2 calls to network protocols achieve this delegation.
