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1 Reason for Contribution

DM would like to have an ADRR indicating no need for an AD for the DM 1.2 release.
2 Summary of Contribution

This proposal will relate the history of DM and the reasoning for the ADRR request. 

Additionally, DM is committing to producing an AD for later work, and requests assistance in the proper creation of the DM AD.
3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 A Brief History of SyncML and DM
SyncML was created in February 2000 to create a new standard data synchronization protocol. SyncML 1.0 was published in December of 2000.  June 2001, SyncML DM was formed to make a device management variant of the data synchronization protocol. SyncML DM 1.1.1 published October 2002, just before the merge of SyncML and OMA. 
3.2 Merger of OMA and DM

When OMA and SyncML merged, there was broad agreement that legacy work would not be required to produce a RD or an AD. OMA repackaged SyncML DM 1.1.1 under the OMA label shortly after the merge. According to members of the Board, this was done as a “gentleman’s agreement”, due to the fear of making the intergration too contractual.
3.3 Post Merge Activity

OMA DM 1.1.2, produced under WID 001, was Approved in January 2003. It is worth noting that 1.1.2 was produced without a RD or AD in the package. DM had worked with both REQ and ARC to produce documents deemed appropriate at the time – creating an RD and a chapter in the architecture inventory document, but was not required to include this in the package.  
3.4 DM 1.2 Release

DM has attempted to finish up the legacy work for WID 001 with DM 1.2.  The vast number of CRs for this release are level 2 or 3. 

As part of this release, DM has reviewed the DM RD 1.0, and found several areas needing revising. The intent of DM after the 1.2 release is to revise the RD, and start work on creating an AD. 
DM has met with ARC on two earlier occasions to update the chapter in the architecture inventory, and notes that nothing has changed with regards to architecture. DM is agreeable to updating that chapter if necessary.

3.5 Post 1.2 Activity

DM is already in the process of creating new WIDs for individual work streams, with corresponding RDs and ADs. If possible, DM would prefer to have a single AD for all of DM, but will work with ARCH to determine if this is a valid course of action. 
DM is committing resources to the creation of new RDs and ADs for new releases of enablers and wishes to reassure ARC members of our desire to follow through the OMA process, both to the letter and to the spirit.
DM is also requesting assistance from ARC in the proper creation of the DM AD.
