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1 Reason for Change
· Version 1.0 of the OSE document does not explicitly define OSE Architecture. In particular, the question “What is the OSE Architecture?” is un-answered and this results in multiple out-of-band answers to this question

· Since v1.0 was published, the AD template has replaced the Conceptual Model section with a new section Architectural Model. The OSE document should be changed so it is consistent with the new template and all of the other ADs being produced by OMA

· During ARC’s April 14 joint meeting with MCC, an issue was raised that ARC does not provide a good example or guidance about “What is an architecture?”.  Although this CR does not directly answer that question in general, it does attempt to lead by example by explicitly stating what we believe is the answer to this question vis-à-vis the OSE
· A minor change to Change 4 was suggested during the April 26 conference call to clarify in which sections the OSE architecture is described.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1: In section 3.1, change the definition of OMA Service Environment as follows “A logical architecture that provides a common structure and rule set for specifying enablers.” 

Change 2: Change the title of section 5.2 as follows “Architectural Model”

Change 3: Delete the 5.2.1 “General” so the remaining text is 5.2.1 is part of 5.2.

Change 4: In section 5.2.1, change the first paragraph as follows “Section 5 defines the OSE Architecture which is the set of architecture elements and the relationships between these elements. The architecture elements are defined in the subsections of this section. The relationships are the interface categories as defined in section 5.3.”

Change 5: In section 5.2.1, change the fourth paragraph as follows “Thus, throughout this document, the OSE architecture also applies to a user terminal.”

Change 6: In section 5.2.1, change the last sentence as follows “Each architecture element is described in the subsequent sections.”

Change 7: In section 5.2.2, change the first paragraph as follows “The enabler (or its long form Service Enabler) architecture element is pervasive in OMA because enablers are the primary products of OMA (e.g. Enabler Releases and Enabler Packages).”

Change 8: In section 5.2.6, change the first paragraph as follows “A Resource in this document is an architecture element that represents a capability, e.g. a network element, in a Service Provider’s domain.”
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
