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1 Reason for Contribution

The current PEEM AD talks solely of enablers and I0 interfaces; however the PEEM RD clearly states that PEEM can protect any resource (application, enabler, resources).
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides changes to OMA-AD_Policy_Evaluation_Enforcement_Management-V1_0-20050412-D that acknowledges that any resource may be protected.
3 Detailed Proposal

Section 5.2

Figure 1 illustrates two logical components, the PEEM Evaluation and Execution (PEX) and the PEEM Management (PM) and all interfaces types exposed/supported by PEEM. Only components that have an exposed/supported PEEM interface have been represented in Figure 1. Other interfaces and components may be needed (e.g. a direct interface between the two identified components and a policy store to host the policies may be needed). 
Note that PEEM can protect any resource (application, enabler, resources). Therefore, while figure 1 is limited to target enabler requester, target enabler and delegated enabler for convenience, these box can be respectively as: target resource  (application, enabler, resources) requester, target resource (application, enabler, resources) and target delegated resource  (application, enabler, resources).
5.3.5      PEM-3 Interface (PEEM used proxy interface)

The PEM-3 interface is described as follows:

· This PEEM interface is used to exchange messages compliant to I0+P of the target enablers. The messages exchanged through this interface may be different for each enabler.
· Note that PEEM can protect any resource (application, enabler, resources). When the target is not an enabler, PEM-3 exchanges messages compliant to combination of the target resource interface and the set of parameters that must be added to requests through that resource’s interface as result of the policies that are enforced when exposing it.
5.3.6      PEM-4 Interface (PEEM used target and delegated interface)

The PEM-4 interface is described as follows:

· This PEEM interface is used to exchange messages compliant to I0 of the target or delegated enablers. The messages exchanged through this interface may be different for each enabler. 
· Note that PEEM can protect and delegate to any resource (application, enabler, resources). When the target or delegated resource is not an enabler, PEM-4 exchanges messages compliant to the target  or delegated resource interface.
