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1 Reason for Contribution

For some time now the ARC group has used the new conference call rotating time schedule (effectively from 1-1-2005). The rotating schedule was started to provide an equal level of convenience for folks dialling in from across the globe. 

After a 5 month trial period the distribution of conference call attendants does not seem to align with an equal rotating schedule.

If our analysis is correct then of these 131 there was 1 participants from outside Europe or the Americas in cc #7 (1), looking at those conference calls where there was no formal or informal AD review. In cc#5 and #1 there were informal AD presentations where 3 participants respectively 1 participant were involved. However nowadays the AD reviews are scheduled for different meetings than the Tuesday ARC meetings.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution suggests to investigate what conference call schedule would align with the distribution of the attendants.

3 Detailed Proposal

To revise the current rotating conference call schedule based on the attendant lists and feedback from member companies, based on the following proposal:

· The Tuesday ARC conference calls start at 1500h GMT.

· As an exception, on request from ANY delegate, in agreement with the ARC group, a call can start at a different time, with a notice of at least 2 weeks (so one of the regular calls could be scheduled at a different time upon request) - with a frequency of no more than X%, where X is 33.
