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1 Reason for Contribution

The current architecture of the PEEM enabler describes two logical components: PM (PEEM Management) and PEX (PEEM Evaluation and Execution). We think that in addition to a PEEM enabler comprising a PEX logical function, it is justified to havea PEEM enabler comprising  a PEEM Evaluation (PV) function, where the PEEM Evaluation function performs policy evaluation (‘determination of whether the policy rules results in “true”.’ quoted from the PEEM RD definitions section). 

We feel that this distinct logical function should be detailed out in an additional PEEM architecture diagram, to facilitate interoperability and to accommodate the various use cases that require just a policy evaluation (PV) as part of a PEEM enabler (e.g. the SMS spam prevention use case, section 5.5 in the PEEM RD) and to accommodate the already existing policy architecture in IETF.

2 Summary of Contribution

In this contribution we propose to add an PEEM enabler architecture that supports just PEEM Evaluation with its accompanying PEEM Management.

In addition to figure 1, optionally, the PEEM enabler can be also used in “callable mode” for Policy Evaluation (PV) only, to accommodate those cases where the PEEM enabler is not required to perform Policy Execution but Policy Evaluation only (see Figure 2).

Figure 2 illustrates two logical components, the PEEM Evaluation (PV) and the accompanying PEEM Management (PM) for the policies to be applied by PV. In this case, the Policy Execution is to be carried out by the element that calls the PEEM enabler with PEM-5. The total of both that element and PV can be considered an equivalent of the PEX part of the PEEM presented in figure 1. However the ‘Policy Evaluation PEEM enabler’ (figure 2) allows for the extra flexibility and interoperability  in case an evaluation function only is required (as opposed to when both policy execution and policy evaluation are required).
