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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution proposes the creation of an informative “OSE Notes” document. 

2 Summary of Contribution

In the recent past, Architecture WG found itself occasionally in the situation where input contributions where either noted or postponed not because they were architecturally or otherwise technically incorrect, but because consensus could not be reached, for whatever reason, for their content to be included in one of the Architecture Documents normative specifications (e.g. OSE document). At the same time, sometimes such contributions were received with interest by many member companies, and those companies expressed interest in finding a way to preserve this work in a document owned by ARC WG. A recent example is represented by the discussion around contribution 213 reviewed in San Diego, with the resolution on the disposition being postponed for further discussion. See detailed proposal section for more.

3 Detailed Proposal
The proposal is to follow the existing OMA process for the ARC WG to create and maintain a white paper as an informative permanent document - "OSE Notes" to contain contributions that explore design, implementation or deployment issues and ideas relative only to the OSE. The ARC charter, and the WID for OSE do not explicitly mention such a white paper, but include wording that allows the group to not limit itself to the specific work quoted. The work is proposed to be performed under WID 89, since this informative document will cover issues related to architectural elements defined in the OSE.  The WID and WISPR will be updated to include this document.  

Populating the whitepaper will use the normal OMA process - work group agreement on an input contribution. The decision to actually initiate population of the “OSE Notes” document and all other necessary steps needed by the process should happen when sufficient content has been agreed by OMA ARC for the “OSE Notes” document.

Material for this white paper should be applicable/complementary to the ARC WG’s normative specifications content (e.g. a design, implementation or deployment related issue or example).  The white paper will be developed and published externally when ARC and the TP see fit, using the normal processes.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification.  This obligation does not imply an obligation on Members to conduct IPR searches.  This duty is contained in the Open Mobile Alliance application form to which each Member's attention is drawn.  Members shall submit to the General Manager of Operations of OMA the IPR Statement and the IPR Licensing Declaration. 5 Recommendation

The recommendation is for ARC to agree to the principle of creation of the “OSE Notes” informative document described, but to defer the instantiation of the whitepaper and the execution of the other steps required by adding a deliverable to WID/WISPR to such moment in time when sufficient content has been agreed by OMA ARC for the “OSE Notes” document (sufficient is to be interpreted as “at least one contribution agreed” but at that time OMA ARC may decide that this is still not enough to justify an ARC deliverable). The deferral is intended to avoid unnecessary spending of resources on updating WID/WISPR and finding an editor, until ARC WG decides on the appropriate time and need for this.
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
