5.3.3PX (PEEM Execution component)

The PX (PEEM Execution) component is responsible for the policy execution portion of the PEEM requirements. It executes  the action selected by policy evaluation, when it has all the information needed to carry out the execution of the action resulting from a positive evaluation of the policies. The component may use delegation to other resources where appropriate. PX requests one or more PVs to perform policy evaluation using messages received through PEM-3 and other context information. In case PX is applied to strip out a P parameter: the PX component completes the processing by forwarding the original request (stripped of the no longer needed “P” values) to the destination resource (if the policy evaluation by PV resulted into a “pass” condition) or returns an error to the originating entity if the processing resulted into a “fail” condition. In the case that there is no P parameter the PX component completes the processing by forwarding the original request to the destination resource (if the policy evaluation by PV resulted into a “pass” condition) or returns an error to the originating entity if the processing resulted into a “fail” condition.
