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1 Reason for Contribution

The PEEM AD should not mention the I2 category of interfaces.
2 Summary of Contribution

Reference to I2 interfaces should be removed from the PEEM AD.
3 Detailed Proposal

The I2 category of interfaces is a conceptual tool used in the OSE to describe the notion of implementing an enabler using functions (often standardized) that exist in a domain.  The PEEM specification will not refer to any such interfaces because they are specific methods for implementing an enabler; if some companies wish to define how to implement PEEM using some IMS mechanisms, for example, that information should be put into a separate document from the PEEM AD/specification.

These changes should be made to the PEEM AD:

In all figures, the box labelled “Other resources” and the arrow/label leading to it labelled “I2” should be removed.
