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1 Reason for Contribution

The TP approved LPTF Recommendations (OMA-TP-2004-0230R01) included the following recommendation as Strategy bullet 5 – “Use 3GPP/3GPP2 reference architecture and terminology as the basis for the MMS 2.0 [now referred to as MMS 1.4] specifications and all future upgrades.”
In support of that recommendation, the contributors have reviewed the OMA Service Environment description (OMA-Service-Environment-V1_0-20040907-A.zip) to determine if the use of the 3GPP/3GPP2 reference architecture and terminology as the basis for all future releases of MMS enablers would have any implications with respect to support for OSE.
2 Summary of Contribution

MMS 1.3 has never been adapted to support OSE.  MMS 1.3 does not use facilities that have been interfaced by any other OMA service enabler (e.g., location, presence, etc.) other than UAProf from the BAC enabler.  In addition, no requirement has been identified to make MMS services available to other OMA Enablers.  UAProf will continue to be used by future MMS enablers but other OSE interfaces are still TBD.
As documented in OMA-ARC-2005-0278 (OMA-MMSG-2005-0182), the contributor believes that there would be no backward compatibility issues between an MMS enable that used the 3GPP/3GPP2 reference architecture and terminology as its basis and MMS 1.3.  As such, the 3GPP/3GPP2 reference architecture and terminology should not pose any problems for adaptation to OSE once that task in initiated.
3 Detailed Proposal

MMS 1.3 has never been adapted to support OSE.  MMS 1.3 does not use facilities that have been interfaced by any other OMA service enabler (e.g., location, presence, etc.) other than UAProf from the BAC enabler.  In addition, no requirement has been identified to make MMS services available to other OMA Enablers.  UAProf will continue to be used by future MMS enablers but other OSE interfaces are still TBD.

5 Recommendation

The contributors request that ARC endorse the conclusion of the contributors that any adaptation of MMS for OSE compliance will be a new development effort and the use of the 3GPP/3GPP2 architecture and terminology as the basis for future MMS release should have no impact on an MMS adaptation to OSE once a WID for that action is committed.  The contributors also request that ARC officially notify MMSG of this endorsement.
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
