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1 Reason for Contribution

Comments were made on mailing list to document ARC-2005-0260R01. No new discussions have taken place and no update has been made.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution summarizes the main points for discussion in Montreal if ARC-2005-0260R01 is discussed.  
3 Detailed Proposal

We disagree with "The dependency lies in the fact that the PEEM enabler may be applied to evaluate and enforce policies defined in the policy languages that are enumerated above."

This is actually a new requirement introduced in 0260R01, not present in the RD and in our view not justified.

We believe that 261R02 better suits the material introduced here, namely that PEEM policy expression language needs to support the functions proved by particular policy enforcement languages that you provide

Note that these are not dependencies for PEEM, just examples of capabilities that PEEM has to be able to support (i.e. to support its enforcement if these notions as expressed in the policy expression language). So it is not appropriate to put this material in section 5.1.

PEEM RD is clear that a policy expression language will be specified to express policies. There are no requirements that multiple languages be supported, definitively not supported languages specialized for specific functions. 

Details on how this can or would be done is part of the design of the language as discussions are initiated during the specification phase for PEEM.
