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5 Reason for Change

Usually subscription information belongs to user profile. Subscription provisioning may include following steps, provisioning of information in the end user profile, provisioning of some user information and preferences into a service system, settings in the charging rules for a user, setting for policies to allow request for the user/service, etc. During subscription provisioning, user information may need to be configured to the service system. 
Current OSPE AD document has involved the subscription provisioning as a part of provisioning. According to OSPE RD document, OSPE will focus on life cycle management and service level tracing. OSPE should notify the back-end system like subscription provisioning about the change of services. So subscription provisioning and user provisioning needn’t be covered in OSPE. They will be handled by other systems, likely HSS, user portal, etc. 
This CR intends to remove subscription provisioning from the process management. But some requirements for supporting subscription provisioning are added to the texts.
6 Impact on Backward Compatibility

No backward compatible issues.
7 Impact on Other Specifications

Currently in OMA, there is no dedicated WG focusing on end user environment, such as user management, user provisioning and subscription provisioning. It seems no impact to other OMA specifications.

10 Detailed Change Proposal

5.3.1.1 Process Management

The component “Process Management” provides the mechanism for service provider to design, execute and check the business process during life cycle management of components, applications and services. Based on the mechanism, service provider can design the procedure according to his own requirement. As a part of service life cycle, service subscription needs to be handled by Process Management. 

Besides these, Process Management also needs to assure all the pre-conditions and post-conditions have been fulfilled before /after service provider deploys, activates/deactivates, modifies, upgrades or withdraws components, applications and services. The data dependency and provisioning logic also need to be maintained by this component for next step “Provisioning”. 
In order to support subscription provisioning, during the service deployment, all the service information including service subscription template and interface should be registered in OSPE. This kind of information will be provisioned to the related system (e.g. user portal) before service activation.  Nevertheless, OSPE needs to notify the related system about the service change when service providers modify, upgrade and withdraw the services. 
5.3.1.2 Provisioning

The component “Provisioning” is responsible for configuration and activation/inactivation of components and services.

“Provisioning ” receives specific provisioning request from process management or outside system, then invokes provisioning adapting to the particular resource.
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
