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1 Reason for Contribution

The reason for this contribution is twofold:

Because (1) the assessment of OMA enabler’s policy needs (Appendix E of the PEEM AD) presents the following needs with regard to a common policy language:

· use XML to describe the policy

· distinguish a <rule> that contains a <condtition> and an <action>

· the policy scheme that the policies are based on allows for extensibility for defining application specific <condition> elements and <action> elements.

Therefore in this contribution we present a candidate policy language that is in line with the needs mentioned above.

2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution proposes to add [geopriv-common-policy] to the PEEM AD list of candidate policy expression languages.

3 Detailed Proposal

This contribution presents [geopriv-common-policy] as a candidate policy language that adheres to the OMA enabler’s policy needs, since it easily maps to e.g. PAG, PoC, LOC (and also to 3GPP location and charging policies and to many more enabler specific policy languages and to IETF policies).

We mention here some characteristics of [geopriv-common-policy].

· The specification defines a generic applicable framework for policies that is extensible for application specific policies. See example figure below taken from the specification [geopriv-common-policy].

· Such extensions are meant to be specified outside the specification as a separate extension to [geopriv-common-policy].

· The OMA specified LOC, PoC and PAG policies are based on/derived from [geopriv-common-policy].

· The [geopriv-common-policy] specification specifies a <ruleset> element (or synonymously, a policy) that consists of zero or more <rules> elements. For the PEEM policy expression language the <rules> element would use the two subelements <conditions> and <actions>.

· <ruleset>, <rule>, <condition> and <action> are specified in XML.
