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1 Reason for Contribution

In the OSPE AD document, we the Figure 1 is currently depicting some (an arbitrary selection) specific OMA enablers as to illustrate the relationship between OSPE and all other  OMA enablers. Instead of providing examples (section 5.1 is a normative section in the AD) the figure should depict that there is a relationship to all other  OMA enablers. Furthermore the Figure is lacking a legend.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution is to correct Figure 1. It will change Figure 1 to include just one “box” to represent all “other OMA Enablers”, We propose to include a  legend to the Figure and update the associated text to refer to Figure 1 for OSPE’s relationship to other OMA enablers, and add some explanatory test regarding  “other OMA enablers”e. Currently there also appears to be a naming issue for some of the “other enablers” in the Figure 1 (they seem to  refer to OMA WGs (e.g. BAC, LOC) This contribution proposes an update of Figure 1 in section 5.1 of the OSPE AD
3 Detailed Proposal

The following changes to section 3.3 and 5.1 of the OSPE AD is proposed.
Add the following abbreviations to the abbreviation list in section 3.3 of the OSPE AD:
MMS     Multimedia Messaging Service

MLS       Mobile Location Service
GS         Games Services 
5.1 Dependencies
According to OSPE requirement document [OSPE-RD], OSPE will focus on

1) Life Cycle Management

OSPE will support automated deployment (including configuration, installation, activation, publishing) and removal/withdrawal of components, applications and services.

2) Service Level Tracing

Service Level Tracing is the ability to capture and log all relevant information at each component within a service chain, associated with a specific service that is initiated either by an end user or a component.

Because services are executed by one or several enablers,  OSPE has to interact with all OMA enablers and some non-OMA resources to make the activities of Life Cycle Mangement (LCM) and Service Level Tracing (SLT) take effect. This is depicted in Figure 1 illustrating that the OSPE has a relationship with all other OMA enablers (such as Charging, Security, PEEM, MMS, GS, PoC, MLS,  etc.) and some  non-OMA resources. The OSPE interaction can include but is notlimited to

· configuration

· notification

· status report

· data retrieving

and so on.
