The action item 101, ”To investigate how upload aspect is being progressed”, is addressed. 
3 Detailed Proposal

Action item 101 concerns OSEv2 RD requirement OAM-02.  It reads 
· Subject to authorization by the Service Provider, the OMA Service Environment MUST enable entities (e.g. enterprises) other than the service provider to upload applications, manage the service life cycle and manage devices according to the OMA Device Management requirements.
The words “upload applications” have been made italic.  For a user perspective, the term ‘download’ is more common and reflects that the application is downloaded to the terminal.  We thus suggest rewording OAM-02 as follows 
· Subject to authorization by the Service Provider, the OMA Service Environment MUST enable entities (e.g. enterprises) other than the service provider to enable download of applications to devices, manage the application’s service life cycle and manage devices according to the OMA Device Management requirements.
With these changes we propose that not OSE 3.0 but DM WSI 1.0 is the enabler release that realizes this requirement.  We suggest that the table in the OSEv2 RD is updated accordingly.
