5 Detailed Proposal

5.3 Permissions Rule Model
Permissions Rule model is derived from PEEM Policy information model in the [PEEM-AD, Section 5.6.1]. Permissions Rule contains two parts that is conditions and actions. Specific GPM Permissions Rule SHALL contain transformations. Each action or transformation is also called permission. The actions and transformations parts of a Permissions Rule determine which operations SHALL be executed if the corresponding condition is true. The functionality of transformation is to reduce the granularity of information provided to the Target Attribute Consumer/Requester.
