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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution addresses Action Item 132. R01 has some wording changes based on comments received from IBM.
2 Summary of Contribution

Contribution OMA-ARC-2006-0348-INP_GPM_AD_Additional_Issues.doc, agreed in Athens, identified issue described as:

Issue 2: Section 5.2, last sentence before architectural diagram:

“For the permission rules management, an architecture that supports management of individual permissions rules is required, but it may be built on PEEM architecture if all GPM requirements are supported by it (see Section 5.3, [PEEM-RD] and [GPM-RD]).”

This seems to indicate that there may be requirements in GPM wrt management of individual permissions rules, that may be addressed at finer granularity than the ones in PEEM

Proposal: this may require some analysis, before reaching a resolution on how to address, and replace this text with something more rigorous. Assign an AI, an owner and a short time to provide an analysis, and a resolution to accompany the conclusions of the analysis.

The agreement in Athens was that the language for the 1st sentence needs to be more definitive, and ARC WG agreed that GPM will re-use PEM-2. The conclusion was that we need changes in the current GPM draft for the quoted sentence, and we need to ensure that PEM-2 will support management operations at the policy rule level.

The detailed section describes proposals to address these issues.
3 Detailed Proposal

Proposal 1: Changes for GPM AD section 5.2:

This section contains the GPM architectural diagram using PEEM nomenclature [PEEM-AD].  The GPM enabler architecture is similar to PEEM architecture. For the permission checking, an interface is required that supports a callable usage pattern similar to the one supported by PEEM (see Section 5.3, and description of this pattern in [PEEM-AD]). For the permission rules management, an interface that supports management of individual permissions rules is required, which can also be achieved re-using PEEM management interface.

Proposal 2: new text for PEM-2 TS

The PEM-2 interface supports management operations at both individual and rule set (multiple permissions rules) level.

Since no section of PEM-2 TS has yet been populated with content, assuming there will be a section titled “Specification of the PEM-2 Interface” I suggest we place the text there. Alternatively, we allow the editor to propose a section in which it will be included once the baseline is produced.
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
