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1 Reason for Contribution


We analyse in this contribution the use of PEM-2 on the two components of the CBCS enabler, for management interfaces
2 Detailed Proposal

CBCS-2 andCBCS-3 are used for the management of the categorisation component It is proposed to analyse whether the PEM-2 interface can be used for these interfaces.

In other words, can the PEM-2 interface and template be reused for this management interface for the categorisation component of the CBCS enabler ? 
If PEM-2 can be used for CBCS-2 and CBCS-3, then the CBCS AD need to be revised to reflect this, and in particular, the naming of the interfaces.
The PEEM-2 interface is defined as following in the PEEM AD :

PEM-2 (PEEM specified management interface)

The PEM-2 interface is used by other resources to make a request for policy management. This interface is also referred to as PEEM management interface.

The PEM-2 interface can potentially used by the following components:
· CBCS content screening component
· In order to manage the screening rules associated to policies
· CBCS categorization component
· In order to manage the categorization rules.
The request for management on the management interface (PEM-2) is related to a policy. Policies contain policy rules. 
 As the ARCH WG wants to reuse the template of PEM-2 for several enablers and component, we'll need to define a parameter which indicates which kind of management is needed (for example whether it is for categorization or for content screening).

For example 

· Management request (type=content screening, policy=parental control, rules=XXXXXX, param…..and so on). 
· Management request(type=categorization, policy=video analyze, rules=YYYYYY, param=……and so on)

· To each 'type' is associate a list of available policies and associates rules with their specific parameters, action etc…
We observe that the PEM-2 interface can be use for any king of management interface associate to the definition of parameters for rules.
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4 Recommendation

We propose to use this analyse in order agree to use PEM-2 for the management interface of both content categorization component and content screening component and to rename the management interface of the CBCS categorization component into 'PEM-2' name. 
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
