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1 Reason for Contribution

At the Frankfurt joint meeting between ARC, REQ and Presence WG it was agreed to explore the options to address the issues of user profile management in OMA.  The following options have been presented: creation of a new WID, or using GSSM enabler.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes to further study the option to use GSSM enabler framework for user profile management at OMA.  Additionally, 3GPP having already specified a GUP “Generic User Profile” system, we are proposing ARC group analyze in more details the possibility of a re-use through extensions of the existing 3GPP GUP work and specifications.  The first step being the submission of an LS to 3GPP and TISPAN.
3 Detailed Proposal

In its Release-6, 3GPP has specified a GUP “Generic User Profile” system.  The reference specifications are:
    TS 22.240: Service requirements for 3GPP Generic User Profile (GUP); Stage 1

    TS 23.240: 3GPP Generic User Profile (GUP) requirements; Architecture (Stage 2)

    TS 23.941: 3GPP Generic User Profile (GUP); Stage 2; Data Description Method (DDM)

    TS 29.240: 3GPP Generic User Profile (GUP); Stage 3; Network

We notice that since Release-6 GUP specifications have not been updated nor extended, as 3GPP did not have in more recent releases specifications requirements to extend the existing GUP scope and specifications.
Through the recent work on GSSM enabler, the need has appeared in OMA to address the issues of user profile management.  The option we are proposing in this contribution is to re-use and study possible required extensions of 3GPP GUP specifications as part of the GSSM AD work so as to cover OMA needs regarding user profile management; in particular looking at i) needs for schema extensions, ii) need for new protocol bindings.
Also TISPAN, through its SuM activities, has been studying the reuse of GUP as specified in 3GPP Rel-6 in the context of TISPAN.
Our proposal is to send an LS to 3GPP as well as TISPAN to let them know OMA will start this study on “GUP enhancements”, and would therefore start specifying the evolution of GUP post 3GPP Release-6.  This implies that if in the future 3GPP would have new requirements for GUP, those would have to be submitted to OMA that would from now on maintain the evolved specifications of GUP.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

Our recommendation is to agree on the way forward proposed for studying the possible re-use of 3GPP GUP work in GSSM to address the issues of user profile management in OMA; and prepare the described LS for submission to 3GPP and TISPAN.
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
