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1 Overview

a) TISPAN WG7 is kindly invited to provide feedback on the CBCS Enabler Release Package
b) TISPAN WG7 is kindly invited to investigate the suitability of CBCS as a technical solution for their scenarios for the prevention of unsolicited communication in NGN, in order to avoid duplication and overlap.

Regarding request a)

TISPAN WG7 will investigate the provided information over the CBCS Enabler Release package and will provide feedback to OMA ARC within an appropriate timeframe.

Regarding request b)

TISPAN WG7 will also investigate the suitability of CBCS as a technical solution to provide the envisioned functionality of PUC to the already identified scenarios and requirements and we will provide feedback to OMA ARC for applicability to avoid duplication of work

1) OMA ARC is kindly asked to provide further information about current and future work regarding the topic of protection of unsolicited communication in communication networks.
2) Especially TISPAN WG7 kindly asks OMA ARC about the latest activities regarding the “SPAM flagging” work which has started in OMA and we kindly asks if OMA ARC can provide TISPAN WG7 with related documents
