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1 Reason for Contribution

To simplify the work on validating the examples in TS’es before they are final.

2 Summary of Contribution

Describe a way to solve this issue, by use of document external files.
3 Detailed Proposal

While working on the ParlayREST the WORD documents contain many examples, and there is no support for external access to these examples, and hence we do a lot of cut&paste back and forth to verify the correctness of the examples. 
To improve this we have created a simple tool to extract the XML examples from the technical specification. Due to the proprietary file format used by Microsoft, there is one manual step saving the TS as plain test file. Then the text file can be parsed with the extraction tool, and it creates files in the same directory as it is run from.
Assumptions:

1. Use REST template

2. Run tool on a computer with Java, with newer version than 1.4

Use of the tool:

java -jar Extract.jar <TS_in_TXT_format> <debug>

java -cp Extract.jar Read_TS_and_Extract_XML <TS_in_TXT_format> <debug>

Internal operation of the tool

1. Look for:
 “3. Terminology and Conventions”

2. Look for: 
“5.4.3.1 Example”

3. Look for:
“5.4.3.1.1 Request” or “5.4.3.1.2 Response”, use section number as part of extracted filename

4. Look for:
“<?xml” , as valid start of XML

5. Extract the first tag, to be able to find the closing tag.

6. Locate namespace and extract enabler name, and insert: 

a. xmlns:xsi="http://www.w3.org/2001/XMLSchema-instance" 

b. xsi:schemaLocation="urn:oma:xml:rest:sms:1 rest_sms-V1_0.xsd"

7. Look for closing tag.

With a suitable setup of an IDE like Eclipse, the XML files can then be validated.

NB: The OMA staff is also working on a validation service to validate the examples in the final technical specifications.
