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1 Overview

This Liaison statement is a response to the Liaison statement “access_doc_33_018” in which GSMA ACCESS asks OMA to include additional functionality in the OneAPI profile for Call Control. Also, this Liaison statement informs GSMA ACCESS about the status of the ParlayREST 2.0 set of specifications.
2 Proposal

OMA ARC thanks GSMA ACCESS for this Liaison statement. We are glad to inform you that we have included the requested functionality in the latest revision of our ParlayREST 2.0 specifications, in particular the OneAPI Profile of ParlayREST of which the latest draft may be found at [1].
Meanwhile, the ParlayREST 2.0 set of specifications has been finalized [2] and is currently undergoing Candidate approval in the various decision-making bodies of OMA. Within a few weeks time, the specification will be published as Candidate Enabler Release in the OMA Release Program under [3]. Subsequent to that, IOP testing may commence, and bugs may be fixed if any should be found.

For your information, the list of Technical Specifications in the ParlayREST 2.0 release is summarized below.

· The following new APIs have been introduced:

· Terminal Status V 1.0

· Audio Call V 1.0

· Call Notification V 1.0

· Third Party Call V 1.0

· Device Capabilities V 1.0

· Presence V 1.0

· Address List Management V 1.0

The following APIs have been inherited from ParlayREST 1.0, but the version number has been updated to 1.1 to reflect minimal changes to fit into the evolved structure of the ParlayREST 2.0 specifications:

· Terminal Location V 1.1
· Multimedia Messaging V 1.1

· Short Messaging V 1.1

· Payment V 1.1

The following common specifications are included which contain definitions valid for many or all of the dedicated ParlayREST APIs. In ParlayREST 1.0, there was just one “Common” specification. This specification has been split in ParlayREST 2.0, packaging the ParlayREST-agnostic parts in an OMA REST Common specification for re-use by other OMA Enablers, and keeping the ParlayREST specific parts in a dedicated ParlayREST Common specification:
· OMA REST Common V 1.0

· ParlayREST Common V 1.1

· RCS Profile of ParlayREST V 2.0
