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1 Overview

This liaison statement is the OMA Architecture Group response to the letter received from the ITU-T Study Group 13 (“COM 13 – LS 140”) including updated information about Open Mobile Alliance Architecture group’s candidate approved enabler release for RESTful APIs and ongoing RESTful network APIs related specifications work within OMA Architecture Group.
2 Proposal

OMA ARC has already released (and currently working on new ones) several network APIs encapsulating functionality exposed by the resources residing in the network.
The latest updates on OMA ARC network APIs specifications network APIs:

· ParlayREST V2_0 inherits the REST protocol bindings for the following APIs from ParlayREST 1.0: 

· Short Messaging
· Multi Media Messaging
· Payment
· Terminal Location
· And defines REST protocol bindings for the following APIs:

· Presence 
· Address List Management
· Call Notification
· 3rd Party Call
· Audio Call 
· Terminal Status
· Device Capabilities
The OMA ParlayREST V2_0 specifications include also GSMA OneAPI RESTful profile and GSMA RCS RESTful profile, specified in collaboration with GSMA based on specific GSMA requirements. 
2. RESTful API work under development in OMA Architecture, completion targeted: Q2/Q3 2011
· OMA RC-APIs –GSMA RCS specific requirements, including long-polling mechanism
· OMA Autho4API - Common authorization framework using OAuth 2.0 for RESTful APIs 
OMA ARC encourages re-use and makes efforts in order avoid specification duplication, hence OMA Architecture specified: REST common namespace, REST common data types, and common REST design patterns.
OMA ARC already completed OMA REST Guidelines for consistent use of:
· Content-type negotiation (XML, JSON, form-urlencoding)

· Error handling

· Serialization for JSON format
· Encoding and Serialization Details for MIME format
The OMA Architecture Group is very pleased to receive the consented version of draft recommendation “Requirements and capabilities for NGN service integration and delivery environment”.
