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1 Reason for Contribution

Align Version section with the decision to publish RESTful Network API as a new release V1.0 when creating individual WIDs for each API.
2 Summary of Contribution

Proposed changed Version section for TS to be created under the individual WIDs split from ParlayREST 2.0 WID and RC APIs 1.0 WID. Device Capabilities text is used as an example.
In all cases, there will only be a 4.1 Version 1.0 section, regardless of whether the ParlayREST TS that is republished was at version V1.0 or version V1.1. For now it is assumed that the APIs will only be republished without additional new features. Should new features be added in THIS release, the version text should be amended appropriately via a separate CR.

INP 30R01 and INP 98R02 changes for Version section should be applied before applying the changes in this contribution (this contribution overrides those changes). The Detailed Proposal shows THE FINAL text of the Version 1.0 section after INP 154 changes have been applied against DeviceCapabilities in ParlayREST 2.0. For TSs changes, replace the highlighted text accordingly, and add an Informative Reference to the ParlayREST 2.0 TS being republished.
3 Detailed Proposal
4.1 Version 1.0

The RESTful DeviceCapabilities API V1.0 is a republication of the ParlayREST DeviceCapabilities API V 1.0 [ParlayREST_DeviceCapabilities_V1.0] as part of the suite of OMA RESTful Network APIs. 
Only bug fixes and structural changes to fit that suite, but no functional changes have been applied.

Version 1.0 of the RESTful DeviceCapabilities API specification supports the following operations:

· Get device capabilities

· Create a subscription for device capabilities change notifications (for a single device or a group of devices)

· Send a notification on device capabilities changes to a subscribed application

· Set device configuration (for a single device or a group of devices)

· Get available configurations for a given device model

· Get configuration history for a given device
