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1 Reason for Contribution

Alcatel-Lucent has identified several smaller changes that would benefit to Call Control NetAPIs (ThirdPartyCall API, AudioCall API, CallNotification API) and others (Terminal Status API).
2 Summary of Contribution
This input contribution lists the proposed changes. The idea is to introduce them as maintenance CRs to the current specifications.

There were early discussion to create a new WI (e.g. at Dublin Face to Face) but this did not materialize. Hence the proposal is to progress this set of NetAPIs with smaller incremental changes. 
3 Detailed Proposal

Here is a list of possible enhancements for socialization. Proposed implementations are for discussion when reviewing the CRs.
1. ThirdPartyCall API:

a. OriginatorAnnouncement for user interaction (play & collect, play & record).

There are use cases that require user interaction in originatorAnnouncement. 
Tentative proposal: allow user interaction parameters in originatorAnnouncement.

b. Mute a participant when he is in conference.  
Tentative proposal: Add mute resource after participant number. 

2. Call Notification API:

a. Add more value in Enumeration:CallEvents:

· Blocked: call was blocked
· Forwarded: call was forwarded successfully
b. Call Direction:

· Add “display” parameter in the routingAddress of actionToPerform. Use case: A calls B (w/ call direction). Then route the call to C. The display parameter is to control caller ID (A or B). 

3. Audio Call API:

a. MessageStatus subscription
Some of applications need to get message status in time. For example, need to do next action once message is played. The 3PAS need to do polling with a  get method with the current API. 
Tentative proposal: allow messageStatus subscription, like call notification. The server can send notification once message status meets the subscribed criteria.  
b. Multiple media URLs support
Some of use cases need to play multiple media in one API message. It will be easier for the developer if one API call can include multiple media URLs. For example, in PlayConfig type, make the playFileLocation to be [0..unbounded]
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c. Keypress subscription 
Create a subscription to keypress. Use case:  collect DTMF digits in a conference).
4. Terminal Status 

In IMS, the end user terminal has the status Registered and Unregistered. The current AccessibilityStatus doesn’t support this. 
Proposal: add following status in AccessibilityStatus:

· Registered: Terminal is registered in network. 

· Unregistered: Terminal is unregistered in network.
