3 Detailed Proposal

Change:
1. Scope

This document provides the PEEM enabler specification that defines the PEEM interface for requesting PEEM policy processing (PEM-1). The specification describes the generic data format of the interface, PEEM specific input/output parameters , detailed message flows, and mapping of generic data format and message flows to selected mandatory protocols. While this specification fully defines the PEM-1 interface, this interface is extensible in the sense that it may be enhanced to support additional input/parameters defined in other enablers, which plan to re-use the PEM-1 interface specification for their specific purposes. The PEM-1 interface may also be extended outside the OMA, through vendors’ and/or Service Providers’ customization.
Because such extensibility may result in both mandatory and optional parameters, a Service Provider may be expected to store, publish and/or advertise the details of the supported standard and custom parameters, so that entities that request policy processing know what is expected of them; however, mechanisms for storing, publishing and/or advertising the supported PEM-1 specification options are out-of-scope for the PEM-1 specification. Finally, it is also out-of-scope for the PEM-1 specification to define how PEM-1 input parameters are processed by a PEEM enabler implementation, or how PEM-1 output parameters are processed by a resource that requested PEEM policy processing.
