2 Proposal

OMA ARC/SEC would like to thank 3GPP SA3 for their LS on “Reply on Response to your LS regarding OpenID in 3GPP”.

The following sentence in previous LS from OMA to 3GPP is requested for further clarification.
“OMA is looking for solutions allowing to accommodate cases where GBA can currently not be deployed e.g. due to lack of UICC, as well as where GBA can be deployed.”
OMA ARC/SEC considers cases where GBA cannot be deployed or used. Such cases include but are not limited to operators’ business decision, lack of support for GBA at either terminal (i.e., lack of UICC, lack of GBA support on the ME shell), or network server, etc.
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA ARC/SEC requests 3GPP SA3 to consider above clarification when developing OpenID related.
