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1 Reason for Change

The purpose of this CR is to enable NMS server support HTTP GET & HEAD operation against “/objects” resource.

In the absence of GET & HEAD operation support, a client which intends to upload/create a new object using POST ../objects may find that the server which is pointed to by the BaseURL/objects may not be the one storing the given subscriber’s message storage and hence that would result in the server responding with a 302 status code which in turn forces the client to re-invoke the POST ../objects operation a second time containing the representation data (in the POST body). This would be very inefficient.

The support for GET & HEAD ../objects operation remedies the above inefficiency by allowing the client to check/retrieve the subscriber’s message box URL before invoking a POST ../objects with the object’s representation data.
NMS spec currently does not support GET ../objects operation. If NMS spec was to just support HEAD ../objects to achieve the above stated purpose then, there would be an issue with the following RFC7231 section 4.3.2 statement:

  “ The HEAD method is identical to GET except that the server MUST NOT

   send a message body in the response (i.e., the response terminates at the end of the header section). “

As a result, having both GET & HEAD operation against “/objects” is recommended (by this CR) to be supported by the server which essentially achieve the same purpose (see further details in the attached)
