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1 Overview

Response to COM13-LS268 on collaboration between OMA and ITU-T on open service environment for NGN and review of latest version of ITU-T document Y.2234 TD101 (NGN-GSI).

2 Proposal

OMA ARC thanks ITU-T for their liaison statement on collaboration on open service environment for NGN, and for providing for review by OMA ARC a copy of the latest draft of ITU-T document Y.2234, in COM13-LS268. OMA acknowledges the alignment and consistency of the work carried out by ITU-T on the subject of open service environment for NGN with the activities, work and deliverables of OMA ARC. 

OMA ARC is responsible for the OMA Service Environment and, following the transfer of all Parlay and Parlay X activities to OMA, the Parlay Service Access (PSA) activities, both of which may be of direct and significant interest to ITU-T as part of future collaboration on open service environment for NGN.

OMA ARC is further committed to continued support on any necessary activities to ensure alignment on the reference and usage of OMA deliverables to meet the objectives of ITU-T on this topic, and to further contribute with ITU-T to further evangelize the OMA Service Environment vision and recommendations to the NGN industry.

Furthermore OMA ARC undertook a review of the ITU-T document Y.2234, as requested in COM13-LS268, and wishes to make the following feedback arising from this review available to ITU-T for further consideration.

· Page 14: The interpretation of the table is not wholly understood. For example is the table suggesting that the application server function will not be required to support service creation? This appears counter-intuitive and may not be what the table is seeking to represent.

· Page 23: The description of Parlay X Web services in the following text, may limit the reader to consider only a single implementation model. 
”Parlay X Web Services APIs are provided by the Parlay Web Services gateway which is an intermediary function between the Parlay application server and the Parlay/OSA gateway. Parlay X Web Service is a high level specification used by the Web Service application and it also specifies application friendly APIs.”

Parlay X specifications do not mandate a particular implementation approach or architecture and may be used to provide access to service enablers and components through simple abstracted Web Service APIs.

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA kindly requests ITU-T to consider the responses from OMA ARC provided in this liaison, and to confirm that it meets their expectations and requirements for continued collaboration.

4 Conclusion

OMA is committed to continued collaboration with ITU-T in order to ensure alignment and consistent application of OMA deliverables in relation to ITU-T’s efforts on open service environment, which are wholly consistent with OMA’s views and architectures for service enablement and delivery.
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
