2 Proposal

OMA ARC SEC would like to thank ITU-T SG17 for its LS ls0230-17. 
OMA ARC SEC has discussed the attachment of the LS and has three comments:
· In sections 9.1.1 and 9.2.4, it’s mentioned that SSL is used to secure communication.

C1: SSL is a historical technology. It’s suggested using TLS instead of SSL. 

· In section 9.1.4, it’s mentioned that many important and sensitive data is stored secure storage such as a database or directory server.
C2: It’s suggested adding the following considerations: Sensitive data should be kept in an encrypted form for confidentiality. When those sensitive data is removed from the storage, there should be no trace in the hard disk for later recovery.
· In section 9.2.1, it’s mentioned that digital signature is used for guaranteeing authenticity and integrity of a message that is signed.
C3: Digital Signature also guarantees non-repudiation of digital transactions.
