A. GSMA is kindly requested to note that OMA Architecture Group has completed the work on OneAPI Profile of RESTful Network APIs V3.0 (REST_NetAPI_OneAPIProfile-V3_0).

Version 3.0 of the OneAPI Profile of RESTful Network APIs defines subsets of the following APIs:

· RESTful Network API for Short Messaging V 1.0

· RESTful Network API for Messaging V 1.0

· RESTful Network API for Terminal Location V 1.0

· RESTful Network API for Payment V 1.0

· RESTful Network API for Device Capabilities V 1.0

· RESTful Network API for Terminal Status V 1.0

· RESTful Network API for Third Party Call V 1.0, Call Notification V 1.0 and Audio Call V 1.0 (jointly referred to as Call Control APIs)

It should be noted that each of the RESTful Network API is designed with optional support for delegated authorization as per OMA Autho4API V 1.0 (based on IETF OAuth 2.0) and the feature may be of interest for OneAPI.
