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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes a bug fix to the definition of file delivery over the interaction channel when BDS service distribution exists. The bug is in the message flow, where the diagram depicts the setup of the point-to-point bearer based on a request from the BSD/A. In fact according to the definition of file repair in the Distribution specification, a reply to the requestor should already contain the requested data.

5.4.2.1 File transmission or repairing over Interaction Channel when BDS Service Distribution exists
Figure x3 shows an example for File transmission or repairing over Interaction Channel when BSD Service Distribution exists.

In technical point of view, the file retransmission over Interaction Channel is almost identical to the file transmission over Interaction channel. Therefore, even though the figure x3 focuses on the file retransmission case, the figure 3 can also cover the file transmission over Interaction channel. 

Figure 3 also depicts the file transmission by FD in BSD/A as well as Interaction Channel.
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Figure x3: File transmission or repairing over Interaction Channel when BSD Service Distribution exists

1. The FD-C in terminals sends the request about the retransmission of a file (or a bundle of files) or the retransmission of a portion of a file (or a bundle of files) to FD in BDS/A (FD-8).


2. The FD in BSD/A may respond to the request from terminals by redirecting the FD-C in terminal to a broadcast session or to a different server, or it may respond by an error message(FD-8). 
The FD MAY decide on the portion of data that will be transmitted to the terminal as a response to the terminal request. The FD MAY also perform the necessary service protection functionality. 


















3. If FD transmits the reconfigured file ( or bundle of files ) to terminal, then FD transmits the reconfigured file ( or bundle of files ) to FD-C in Terminal.(FD-8)
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
