Samsung got the action on the clarification on Section 7.3.6 Service Guide Discovery.
There are two cases about BCAST Service Guide discovery.

The first case is applied for BCAST Service Guide delivery over Broadcast channel and the second case is applied for BCAST Service Guide delivery over interaction channel.

For the first case, the way to implement BCAST service Guide Bootstrapping information is to make BCAST service guide one of MBMS User Service.

For the second case, the way to implement BCAST Service Guide Bootstrapping information is to provide the address of BCAST SG.

     We can consider two methods. The first is to use BCAST MO and the second is to use the information provided by BCAST Service Guide, which is mapped on one of MBMS User Service.

In MBMS, BCAST Service Guide can be delivered over Broadcast Channel or Interaction Channel. The operation of Service Guide Discovery in Broadcast channel is explained in 7.3.6.1 and the operation of Service Guide Discovery in Interaction channel is explained in 7.3.6.2.
7.3.6.1 Bootstrap descriptors for BCAST Service Guide over Broadcast Channel

7.3.6.3 For the broadcast delivery of BCAST Service Guide, BCAST Service Guide is mapped to one of  MBMS User Service. MBMS User Service is described in [3GPP TS 26.236 ] and the method specified in [3GPP TS 26.346] SHALL be used for the BCAST Service Guide delivery over 3GPP MBMS network.
7.3.6.4 Bootstrap descriptors for BCASt Service over Interaction Channel
7.3.6.5 BCAST Terminal SHALL have the information on the location of BCAST Service Guide before it starts to receive BCAST Service Guide. There are two possible ways to provide the information of BCAST Service Guide. The first is to use BCAST MO defined in [BCAST10 Service] and the second is to use the information of BCAST Service Guide in [BCAST10 Service Guide] on condition that BCAST Terminal has the information that it received it before.
