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1 Reason for Change

In CR319 it was said 'that a clarification could be further required to precise whether the "bcastversion" is a session level SDP attribute or a media level SDP attribute ( on going discussion with NSN'. 

The result of this discussion is the following CR.

Reason for change: OMA BCAST uses the attribute bcastversion for media and session level, but RFC 5159 defines bcastversion for session level only. This CR clarifies, that OMA BCAST can use the attribute also for media level. Since SPCP allows multiple STKM streams, it can happen that at media level STKM streams with different bcastversion values are sent, i.e. overwriting the session level indication on SDP. 

Note: bcastversion is a BCAST only SDP attribute, therefore the way as suggested in this CR was chosen instead of writing a RFC that is overwriting 5159.
