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MPEG would like to thank you for your liaison letter informing us of the OMA DRM standard activities that are related to the joint effort on the Advanced IPTV Terminal (AIT) between MPEG and ITU-T SG 16. 
As indicated in the AIT Call for Proposals [4], the AIT effort is to standardize a flexible set of protocols and interfaces for multimedia services. We believe that the OMA DRM standards can be used to provide those services, and the AIT standard should be able to support OMA DRM systems. We would like to initiate a dialogue in order to reach this goal.
Based on the contributions received at this meeting, the two groups are now issuing a second Call for Proposals [4] for technologies that satisfy the requirements as identified in [2] with reference to the use cases described in [3], in particular those that haven’t yet received contributions. 

MPEG invites OMA to disseminate this 2nd Call for Proposals within your community. MPEG would like to be informed about technologies that satisfy the requirements identified in the AIT Requirements document [2]. All parties that believe they have relevant technologies for AIT are invited to submit these technologies for consideration by 2010/7/19. Received proposals will be evaluated by MPEG and ITU-T SG 16 at an evaluation meeting to be held on 2010/07/23-25 in Geneva, Switzerland. MPEG would like to keep OMA informed with the progress on this AIT joint effort between MPEG and ITU-T SG 16.
