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1 Overview

This liaison statement is sent to 3GPP2 groups working on MMS. The intent of the LS is to respond to and request additional information regarding 3GPP2 Status on MMS Work Transfer to OMA.
2 Proposal

Dear Youn-Kwan Kim,

OMA TP thanks you for the LS detailing 3GPP2 Status on MMS Work Transfer to OMA. Your liaison helped clear up questions from MWG and MMSG regarding previous 3GPP2 correspondences detailing MMS work transfer.  Please be advised that our understanding of the status of 3GPP2 work transfer is as follows:

Status of IPR

OMA understands the documents referenced in 3GPP2 X.S0016-000-C are ready for publication; however, these materials are currently being withheld from the 3GPP2 website pending resolution of IPR issues related to normative references to OMA documents.  Although unfortunate, OMA understands that 3GPP2 will distribute copies of the materials to OMA for the purpose of derivative development of MMS specifications. OMA further understands that OMA may not reproduce 3GPP2 materials or distribute or make them available to non-members of OMA until these documents are approved by 3GPP2 for public release.   
Status of Copyright Approval

OMA understands that creating “derivatives” means changing the X.S0016 family that OMA will get from 3GPP2, which seems to go much beyond what was indicated to OMA in a previous 3GPP2 (OMA-MMSG-2005-0234, 2005/10/18 3GPP2 correspondence titled “3GPP2 response on MMS work transfer status”). OMA can request, use and reproduce all materials listed in the 3GPP2 correspondence  with the appropriate attribution of 3GPP2 as the copyright holder appear on any OMA documents using text from these 3GPP2 specifications.
Specification Maintenance

It is our understanding that 3GPP2 is acknowledging most of the technical expertise on 3GPP2 MMS issues currently resides within OMA and that OMA MMSG has assumed full technical responsibility for the technical content of 3GPP TS 23.140 release 6 and its 3GPP2 X.S0016 equivalent. As such, OMA MMSG is forwarding Change Requests (CR’s) to 3GPP and 3GPP2 (and will continue to forward CR’s) for consideration and incorporation into the most recent versions of corresponding MMS specifications.  Using 23.140 as an example, since it belongs to 3GPP, they are handling the specification maintenance by implementing the CRs. It is OMA’s understanding that 3GPP2 will do similar maintenance of their documentation. We understand that 3GPP2 has acknowledged the receipt of but has not yet incorporated any OMA change request into the most recent MMS specifications (unlike 3GPP which has incorporated OMA change requests on a regular basis).  Given this situation, it is very difficult for OMA to understand what the actual baseline MMS specification is within 3GPP2.  Should we assume that all will be accepted & implemented by 3GPP2 this year?
Responsibility for the MM10 Stage 3 Specification
OMA understands that it is 3GPP2’s intention to transfer all the MMS work to OMA including the MM10 Stage-3 specification.  The intended transfer of the MM10 Stage 3 specification is contrary to 3GPP, which has decided not to transfer the MM10 stage 3 specification to OMA, the rationale being that 3GPP does not consider MM10 stage 3 as being application layer material. OMA is in agreement with the 3GPP decision and therefore has no intention to maintain MM10 Stage 3 specifications.
3 Requested Action(s)

Status of IPR

1) OMA requests copies of the latest MMS specifications referenced in 3GPP2 X.S0016. OMA further requests notice of when these documents are available for public release.  
Copyright Approval

OMA requests further clarification of how 3GPP2 MMS specification text can be reproduced.  Does the copyright approval grant OMA the right to extract and modify text from documents; or, does this correspondence only grant OMA the right to reproduce these materials in their entirety without modification? 
Based on your latest correspondence, it is now OMA's understanding that 3GPP2 is granting to the Open Mobile Alliance a perpetual, irrevocable, non-exclusive, fully-paid, royalty-free license to use in any manner the 3GPP2 X.S0016 family of MMS specifications, including but not limited to, the right to modify and to produce derivative works of the MMS specifications provided the OMA documents using text from these 3GPP2 MMS specifications contain an attribution similar to the following: “COPYRIGHTED MATERIAL reproduced and used by the Open Mobile Alliance with the permission of the Organizational Partners of the Third Generation Partnership Project 2 (3GPP2).”
OMA would appreciate a confirmation that the above statement does accurately reflect 3GPP2's understanding as well. If not, OMA would appreciate any further clarifications.
Specification Maintenance
OMA would like to understand the following in regard to OMA change requests:

1. Possibility to get a notification for approval / approval with modification / non-approval of the OMA change request
2. If an OMA change request is approved (with or without modification), possibility to get a temporary (unpublished) version of the resulting text change to the 3GPP2 specification(s)

3. The date 3GPP2 plans to publish a subsequent version(s) of their specification(s) with approved OMA change request text

Responsibility for the MM10 Stage 3 Specification
OMA is requesting 3GPP2 and 3GPP to maintain the MM10 Stage 3 specification and to not transfer this specification to OMA. OMA is not requesting the transfer of 3GPP2 MM10 Stage 3 specification.  
4 Conclusion
