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1 Overview

The OMA-DM group would like to thank GSMA SCaG for their remarks on the subject “Mandatory Role for UICC in OMA DM” and would like to provide some comments on them and guidelines to better describe the needs of GSM and UMTS operators.

2 Proposal

OMA-DM comments are:

· OMA DM v1.2 actually considers Continuous Provisioning as well as OMA CP v1.1.

In case the Continuous Provisioning is requested specifically from a Smart Card, the OMA Device Management group would like to notify that it has recently received the approval of a new work stream (enabler) called “Device Management Smart Card 1.0” (DM_SC 1.0). The work item description is submitted in attachement for your information and review. In this new enabler the Continuous Provisioning is part of the scope. 

In the case of the Bootstrap, it remains described in the DM v1.2 enabler.

· It is not clear what does the migration from CP to DM mean?

· Mandatory use of the Smart Cards for Bootstrap operations cannot provide a wide solution to all the market participants as it is previewed to have non-GSM/UMTS devices implementing the DM technology. However, for the devices having a smart card interface, mandating the Smart Card usage for Bootstrap is possible. Is GSMA SCaG requesting it for OMA CP, OMA DM or both?

· The size enhancement can be taken into consideration for the currently-under-construction Requirements Document of the DM_SC.
3 Requested Action(s)

The OMA Device Management group would like to thank the GSMA SCaG for their remarks and proposes the following action to GSMA ScaG:

1. Review of the DM_SC 1.0 WID 

2. Provide any specific requirements for the Smart Cards taking into account the comments included in this response
