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1 Reason for Contribution

DLOTAv1.0 technical specification specifies client capability advertisement using HTTP request headers with using User-Agent or UAProf. However, it is not clear a concrete parameter to be advertised. This input contribution tries to clarifies to specific value to be advertised from the Download Agent to the Server.
Note that this input contribution is initial draft to be incorporated into the TS and needs updated before finalizing the TS.

Proposing specific advertising value from the Download Agent to the Server using HTTP Accept Header and UAProf.

5.6 HTTP Specific Functionality

5.6.1  Client capability advertisement

For download operations over HTTP or HTTPS the device should advertise its capabilities (to the extent possible) by using the mechanism of HTTP request headers. Headers that SHOULD be included are Accept headers (at least Accept-Content) and User-Agent or UAProf. 

The Server (or servers) supplying the Download Descriptor and the Media Object should use this information to select content that is appropriate for the device.
5.6.1.1    HTTP Headers

When a Download Agent used HTTP to communicate with the Server, the Download Agent MUST advertise support of the following media types using HTTP Accept Header:
· application/vnd.oma.dd+xml



(Download Descriptor)
In addition to the supported media types, the Download Agent MUST advertise DLOTA version using the “<major>.<minor>” format defined as BNF according ti [RFC2234] below.  The version number advertised by OMA DLOTA v2.0 Download Agent MUST match the Enabler Release version that the Download Agent supports.
