Comment: 13.4 should refer to DRM 2.1 as well; and in particular how a DRM 2.1 RI/CI issues triggers, ROs and content to a 2.0 device

Proposed Change:
	Status: OPEN


This CR clarifies how DRM 2.1 Rights issuers and Content Issuers should issue content, triggers and rights to DRM 2.0 devices.

In addition this CR changes the requirement that DRM 2.1 Rights Issuers MUST NOT issue DRM 2.x Rights Objects for DRM 1.0 DCFs. The identification of a DRM 1.0 DCF (Content Id) is compatible with the DRM 2.x Rights Object and there is no reason to place this restriction. Enabling DRM 2.x Rights to be delivered for DRM 1.0 content, enables increased content portability between DRM 1.0 and 2.x devices. 

If we allow issuing of DRM 2.x Rights Objects for DRM 1.0 DCFs it is possible for service providers to offer a service which issues DRM 1.0 DCFs, and then for devices which support only DRM 1.0 then the Rights issuer will issue 1.0 ROs, but to devices that support DRM 2.0 it can issue 2.x ROs. This enables greater superdistribution of OMA DRM content between devices both mobile and other. For example this approach would enable superdistribution between Desktop PCs, Portable Media Players, Mobile Phones and other device supporting either DRM 1.0 or DRM 2.x. This enables faster adoption of OMA DRM  2.x enabled services...

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Section 13.4 Issuer Responsibilities

13.4.1 Content Issuer

When a Content Issuer receives a request from a Device indicating that the Device supports OMA DRM version 2.x (any minor version of the DRM v2 enabler), the:

· Content Issuer SHOULD issue DRM 2.1 DCF or PDCF files.
· Content Issuers MAY issue DRM 2.1 DCF or PDCF files encapsulated in a DRM Message.
· Content Issuer MAY issue a DRM Message without any Rights Object (DRM 1.0 Forward Lock).

· Content Issuer MAY issue a DRM Message with a DRM 1.0 Rights Object (DRM 1.0 Combined Delivery), only if the Device advertises support for Combined Delivery.

· Content Issuer MAY issue a DRM 1.0 DCF, only if the Device advertises support for Separate Delivery.

· Content Issuer MAY issue a DRM 1.0 DCF encapsulated in a DRM Message, only if the Device advertises support for Separate Delivery.



13.4.2 Rights Issuer

When a DRM 2.1 Rights Issuer receives a request from a Device indicating that the Device supports OMA DRM version 2.x, the:

· Rights Issuer MUST NOT issue DRM 1.0 Rights Object for DRM 2.x Content.

· Rights Issuer MUST NOT issue any DRM 2.x Rights Object within a DRM Message (DRM 1.0 Combined Delivery), even if the Device advertises support for Combined Delivery.

· Rights Issuer MAY issue a DRM 1.0 Rights Object for DRM 1.0 DCFs, only if the client advertises support for Separate Delivery. 
· Rights Issuer SHOULD send the ROAP Trigger to initiate the ROAP protocol (see section 5.2.1). 

· Rights Issuer SHOULD NOT send the <extendedTrigger> ROAP Trigger to DRM 2.0 Devices.

· Rights Issuer MAY issue a DRM 2.1 Rights Object for DRM 1.0 DCFs, only if the client advertises support for Separate Delivery.
· When issuing Rights Objects for DRM 2.x (P)DCFs:

· If issuing a Domain bound Rights Object, the Rights Issuers SHOULD issue DRM 2.1 Rights Objects. 
· If issuing a Device bound Rights Object, to a DRM 2.0 Device the Rights Issuer SHOULD issue a DRM 2.0 Rights Object.

· If issuing a Device bound Rights Object, to a DRM 2.1 Device the Rights Issuer SHOULD issue a DRM 2.1 Rights Object.
NOTE: When issuing DRM 2.1 Domain Rights Objects the Rights Issuer SHOULD consider how that Rights Object will be handled by DRM 2.0 devices, as is discussed in [DRMREL-v2.0].
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
