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1 Reason for Contribution

SyncML specifications are currently provided with DTDs (RepPro, DevInf, Metainfo, file, folder,email).
 This contribution provides the equivalent XMLSchemas.
2 Summary of Contribution

The document attached (SyncML-schemas.tar.gz) proposes XMLSchemas for SyncML protocol, along with a browsable description (HTML pages).

3 Detailed Proposal

XML Schemas are the logical evolution of DTDs and allow automatic code generation as well as automatic document validation. Moreover, using XML Schema to describe SyncML messages will help disambiguating the specification by introducing data typing. 

XML Schema also use hierarchical syntax that allows more complex and contextual relationship description than DTD's linear syntax does. 

We believe that proposing XML Schema in the SyncML specification will help programmers to efficiently implement SyncML messages parsers. 

Moreover, XML Schemas can be mapped to ASN.1 and would permit the use of ASN.1 technologies for signing and compressing SyncML messages.
