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1 Reason for Change

Unlike all other Specification material, the Enabler Test Specification (ETS) is not assigned Candidate status after its initial approval by the Technical Plenary, but does instead move directly to finally Approved status right away. Besides the fact that this is an inconsistency that constantly causes confusion, this fact also makes updates of the ETS more cumbersome and in theory not even possible in case of major changes (class 0/1).
This input contribution contains the needed changes to the Interoperability process document.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

None, it is not suggested to retrospectively assign Candidate status to documents already assigned Approved status, but instead start using the Candidate status for new (versions) of ETSs.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

The changes need to be coordinated with changes to the Organization and Process document.

9.8 ETS
9.8.1 Ownership

The ETS is a document which SHOULD be created and maintained by the IOP WG. The document is OMA confidential until it is approved.

Input to the ETS for an enabler is [OMADICT], ETPETG, EICS and all other relevant technical documentation for the enabler.

9.8.2 Role, Responsibility and Scope

The ETS SHALL define the test cases for the Enabler in question, including the methodology to test, expected inputs and outputs, responses and behaviour for each specified test.

The ETS SHALL include references to any test tools to be developed to be able to execute the defined test cases.
The ETS document SHALL contain nothing that cannot be referred in general terms to ETR and ETPETG.

9.8.3 Approval Path

Drafted ETS SHOULD be sent to the enabler TWG for comments

After incorporating comments from the working group, the IOP WG SHOULD agree the document

An IOP agreed ETS SHALL be sent to the TP for OMA Candidate approval.

The ETS SHOULD then be used in test activities and may be updated if errors are discovered in the corresponding Enabler Release or the ETS itself.
5.
When the corresponding Enabler Release is determined to be ready for final Approval, the IOP WG SHALL perform possible final updates of the ETS, after which it is to be submitted for final Approval along with the corresponding Enabler Release.
Further updates of the ETS MAY occur after final Approval and up to the point when the IOP WG no longer will maintain the document.

9.10 Interoperability Test Case Review

Once all of the test documents (ETP, ETS) are completed and reviewed by the IOP WG, they SHOULD be socialized with the appropriate technical working group for their initial comments. These comments SHOULD be collected and addressed by the IOP WG before starting the appropriate review and approval of the final test documents.
The participants of the review are requested to consider at least the following viewpoints: 

· To ensure that the test documents meet the requirements specified in the ETR and represent a valid detailed interpretation of testing the functionality of the Enabler. 

· To ensure that the test documents define tests for as many of the original requirements as seen possible and testable.

After review and approval by the Technical Plenary, the test documents are considered ready to be used in OMA enabler testing.

9.12 Enabler Validation and Testing

This section will explain the process and policies for the operational testing phase of the enabler level.

It outlines the two OMA Test Methods (OMA TestFest and Vendor Bilateral Testing) and defines the pre-requisites for conducting these test methods.
It will define testing applicable both for approving candidate releases as well as validating implementations of the enablers in commercial products.
